Bangor woman journeys
to N.Y. to trace roots of
Dyckman family Bible

BANGOR — When Cinda
Haney recently traveled to New
York City, she saw the popular
landmarks - the Statue of Lib-
erty. Times Square, the 9/11 Me-
morial and even took a carriage
ride in Central Park with her
husband. Mark., and mother.
Kathleen Hills.

But carriage rides and Lady
Liberly weren't the reason be-
hind Haney's visil.

Shewas more interestad in vis-
iting a small museum in north-
ertt Manhattan at the eorner of
206th Street amnd Broadway.

There she hoped 1o solidify
the connection between  her
family in Bangor and one ol
Marhattan Islands™ oldest im-
migrant families - the Dyck-
mans, whom her father, Edward
Hills. was related to through his
mother's fumuly.

Armed with a large 200-vear-
old family Bible mven to her by
her dad, Haney and her mom
took @ laxi 1o the Dyckman
Farmbouse Museu.

Considered the last farm-
house left in Manhattan, the
museum was built in 1784 by
one of Hanev's direct relatives

William  Dyckman, whose
sons, nephews and grandsons
would later go on 10 become

prominent eibzens in Van Buren
County during the 19th century.

“He was my grandlather, six
tmes removed,” she said.

But Haney wanted to be sure
that the William Dvckman
whose family's births, marriages
and deaths were carefully re-
corded 1n the family Bible, was
the same Dyckman who built
the farmhouse,

“T've been doing gencalogy
for 10 veurs,” she said. “When 1
went to New York, | wanted 1o
make sure 1 was resedrching the
right family line.”

She dida't go home disap-
pointed. The museum  stall
confirmed the names listed in
Haney’s family Bible are dircetly
related to the William Dyvckman
who built what is now the Dvck-
mun Farmhouse Muscum. Not
only that, Haneys lamuly is also
s hnked to the late States Mor-
ris Dyckman, who built what is
now Boscobel House and Gar-
dens i New York City.

“(The farmhouse museum
staff) gave us a tour of Bosco-
bel.” Haney said. “We felt like
royalty.”

But the bigger thrill for Haney
was realizang that the Bible once
bélonged to lfamily members
occupying the Dyckman Farm-
house before migrating 1y Mich-
igan.,

“The Bible originated n that
house,” she said. “That's why |
wanted 1o bring it with me.”

Doing so scared her a bil,

“It’s really old,” Hancy said.
“I thought, "What 1l somcthing

happens?™

Muscum stall though, were
quite pleased to look at the Bi-
ble, especially the 10 generauons
of Dyckman births, marnages
and deaths.

“It gives you goosebumps.”
Haney sa.:d regarding the hand-
wrillen names ciched on three
pages of the Bible.

The Bible onginally belonged
to William Dyckman II, the
son of the William Dyckman
who built the farmhouse. Wil-
liam Dyckman 1. who served
i the Revolutionary War, took
the Bible with him when be, his
wife and children moved to Van
Buren County, where he died in
1846, His grave sull exists m the
Old Pioneer Cemetery in Paw
1’{-1'.1.'.

Other items lodged between
the Bibles pages also caught
Haney and the muscum stalls’
attention - poems, book mark-
ers, pieces of old cloth, family
obituarics, a picture of Abra-
ham Lincoln, old posicards
and & napkin dating back to the
Civil War.

“If this Bible could talk.”
Hancy said. “TLs been on a trip-
and-a-hall" n its hicome,”

Betore she left the museum,
the stall gave Hancy some tips
on how 1o preserve the leather-
bound Bible.

She said she intends to return
to New York City to see other
old Dyckman family haunts

Dyckman family leaves
its mark in South Haven

Ever wonder how Dyckman Avenue
and Dyckman Park in South Haven gol
their names? The names weren'l
derived from the Dyckmans who
helped settle northem Manhattan dur-
ing the late 1600s, but from some of
their descendants who made their way
to Van Buren County during the 1800s.

The family’s contributions in Van
Buren County were recorded in several
history books published in the late
1800s, including Oran W. Rowrland’s *A
History of Van Buren County, Michi-
gan,” Rowland's “History of Kalamazoo
County, Michigan” and W.A. Norton’s
“Directory of South Haven, Casco and
Covert”

Below are some of the family mem-
bers’ brief biographies:

W William Dyckman Il, who served in
the Revelutionary War, ventured ta
Michigan in the late 1830s with his
son, Evert Brown Dyckman, William
died in 1846. His burial marker can be
found in the Old Pioneer Cemetery in
Paw Paw

W Everl was born in 1799 in New
York. He assisted in the construction of
the Erig Canal. He came to Detroit in
1836 and later ventured to Southwest
Michigan. In 1838, he purchased 1,000
acres of land inVan Buren County, and
settled on land near Paw Paw, where
he began farming operations wilh his
family and parents. He also was
